
PA Wine Festival Tasting Book Submission Requirements

The Pittsburgh, Philadelphia and Hershey Wine Festivals will jointly produce the Tasting Book for each festival’s participants, with 
the book being managed out of the Pittsburgh Wine Festival’s office. Whether you are participating in one or all of the festivals 
you will be required to submit information to the following specifications. Each participating winery has the opportunity to include 
a biography, featured selections and a label for the tasting book which will be distributed at each festival. It is imperative that all ma-
terials for the tasting book are received in the following fashion.

DEADLINE FOR ALL SUBMISSIONS IS MARCH 1, 2010

. The biography must be no more than 120 words and should include information about the winery/featured wines.   

. The biography must be in MS word or Notepad.     

. Please include website for winery and region which the winery is located.

. Please include the name of the principal or winemaker that will be present at each event.

. Label must be JPEG format and approximately 2.5 inches wide OR high at 300 dpi.

. The biography must be in a TEXT DOCUMENT, not PDF.
